The role of the sponsoring church is to lead in providing prayer, energy, people and finances to the effort.  Many volunteers will be needed for the event, these servants will be recruited by the pastors from the sponsoring churches.
The sponsoring church will prayerfully consider a financial commitment to the Christian Home Crusade from their treasury/budget.  They will also consider receiving a special Christian Home Crusade offering.  Offering envelopes will be made available. 
Sponsoring churches are strongly encouraged to have their choir participate in the Christian Home Crusade Adult and Children’s Choirs and provide AT LEAST one children’s workers and preferably two workers. 
Finances:
Every sponsoring and supporting church should plan ahead to contribute to the Christian Home Crusade.  
Budget:
The Steering Committee will establish a detailed budget as well as oversee the gathering, accounting, and spending of the finances for the Christian Home Crusade.  A detailed report of the financial disbursements will be provided to all sponsoring and supporting churches.  
A checking account will be opened to accommodate the receiving and disbursement of funds.  
Suggested financial support:
The Steering Committee asks each pastor to lead his church to do TWO significant actions to help with the finances for the Christian Home Crusade.  
1.  A monthly contribution for four months – Nov. thru Feb.
2.  A special offering received in January. (Envelopes provided)
It is suggested that each church should set a goal to commit $250 to the Christian Home Crusade budget.   Many churches would be able to do much more than this minimal goal.
Sponsoring churches and supporting churches should begin providing some of the financial support early as many service providers will require deposits to assure dates for equipment and facilities. 

General offerings:
An offering will be received at the Pre-Crusade Prayer Practice service
An offering will be received on both nights of the Christian Home Crusade.





Christian Home Crusade Choir:
The Christian Home Crusade Choir will be made up of choir members from the Sponsoring and Supporting Churches.  The choir will present a selection of songs from “Baptist Friends Sing” printed by Bible Truth Music.  This excellent book has been graciously offered to the churches participating in the Christian Home Crusade for the price of $4.  
Books should be in the hands of your choir by the first week of November. 
Recorded practice tracks will be made available. 

Christian Home Crusade Children’s Choir:
We will use Scripture songs from “Bible Songs for Kids” volume 1 from Bible Truth Music.
Rehearsal tracks will be made available for these songs as well.   
Choir Preparations
The individual church choirs should learn the music in their own choir practice times.  

Regional choir rehearsals can be held in the weeks prior to the event.
