School of the Bible

Course Descriptions
Personal Evangelism 

This course will enable the student to recognize the need for evangelism, use the Bible in evangelism, and confront, in the right spirit, those who need to trust Christ as their Saviour.  Each student will learn how to make a visit, how to deal with those of another faith, and lead people to Christ.  Students will also learn how to teach converts to follow the Lord in baptism, join the local church, and serve God through the local church.



Course Material: New Testament, Bible

Old Testament Survey I 


This course will cover the books of the Old Testament from Genesis to Nehemiah.  The primary purpose of the class will be to reveal the major characters and events of these books and to also reveal how God worked through the life of his people to bring them to himself.  Study will show God’s plan of salvation in Christ and to the world has always been the same.  

Old Testament Survey II

This course will cover the books of the Old Testament from Job to Malachi called the Poetical Books and the Major and Minor Prophets.  Through the Poetical books the student will learn how God used song to teach his people how to praise their God, how to come to their God, and how to live for their God.  In the Major and Minor Prophets, the student will see how God used his prophets to reprove, correct and instruct his people.  

The Gospels


As the only begotten Son of God, Jesus Christ is eternal and equal with God, but when he came to this earth to be born of a virgin he laid aside his glory and became a man.  This course will cover the Life of Christ as it pertains to his eternal nature, virgin birth, sinless life, preaching ministry, substitutionary death, bodily resurrection and ultimate ascension to the right hand of his Father in heaven.  Christ will be shown as the only acceptable sacrifice before God for the sins of the world.  

The Local Church

When Jesus came to this earth he worked through the nation of Israel and established a small group with his disciples called the church.  The nation of Israel would be set aside and this church would become the tool that God would begin to work through.  Even though there is a “Body of Christ” God only deals through local churches.  This course will help the student understand the purpose of the local church, the government of the local church, and the order of the church from God’s Word.  Every church is to only find its order and direction from God’s Word. This course covers the books from Acts to Titus.

Basic Bible Doctrines I

This course will be a survey of several of the main doctrines of the Bible. Special attention will be given to the doctrines of Scripture, God, Jesus Christ, Holy Spirit and how they relate to each other.  An understanding of what the Bible is will be essential to understanding all other doctrines.  The 66 books of the Bible are understood to be the inspired, infallible, and inerrant Word of God.  In the doctrine of God, Jesus Christ, and the Holy Spirit each is shown to be fully one God and yet completely separate.   

Basic Bible Doctrines II

This course will be a survey of several of the main doctrines of the Bible. Special attention will be given to the doctrines of Man, Sin, Salvation, Last Things and how they relate to each other.  This second study of doctrine will show God’s relationship to and work through man.  Man is fallen in sin but can be made alive through the salvation that is in Jesus Christ and will one day soon, whether by rapture or by death, dwell with God forever if the blood of Jesus Christ has been applied to their life.

* When a student has completed both Bible Doctrines I & II he will have a well grounded working knowledge of the major doctrines of the Christian faith.  

Bible Study Methods/Teaching the Bible


This course will present students with some of the best Bible study methods. Emphasis is placed upon proper interpretation and the ability to uncover the Scripture’s meaning and intent. Students will gain valuable information that will assist in personal Bible study and lead to a closer walk with God.


Emphasis is placed upon applying material and information gained from Bible study to the teaching and preaching ministries of a local church. Sermon preparation as well as Sunday School lesson preparation is covered. At the end of the course, students will have prepared sermon outlines and/or Sunday school lessons.
